• One hour per month of free singing lessons with Emily Mustoe, a singing teacher 
and choir member (additional paid lessons by arrangement) 

• Regular opportunities to sing solos within a service

August 2026.  The closing date for applications is 28th July 2025.  We welcome applications 
from enthusiastic, committed singers of any voice part. 

Anyone interested in applying for the Choral Scholarship will be offered a consultation 
lesson and interview by arrangement sometime in July or August 2025.
